% Daily Intake Labeling Scheme
 - Guidelines for implementation  - 

The Nutrition Labelling Scheme is aimed at improving nutrition information provided by manufacturers to consumers. It can be summarised as follows:

· presentation of % Daily Intake (DI) information for energy on front of pack in a simple, non-discriminatory graphic representation (thumbnail presentation) that provides the consumer with at-a-glance information and its relevance to the diet

· where % energy DI is presented using the agreed thumbnail presentation style, % Daily Intakes to be provided (for the normal consumer) for six nutrients (protein, fat, saturated fat, carbohydrate, sugars and sodium) and energy, within the nutrition information panel according to the requirements of the Food Standards Code

· manufacturers are free to provide more information using the agreed thumbnail presentation style

· the graphical representation [thumb nail] is recommended to be blue (cyan) wherever possible, subject to legibility requirements.

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While different packaging will require slight variations it is important that a high level of consistency across products and between Australia and New Zealand is accorded the scheme in order to preserve its integrity and usefulness.

Remit passed by the Executive of the NZJBA – December 2006:

“The Executive of the New Zealand Juice and Beverage Association recommends to all members the immediate, voluntary adoption of the Additional Nutrition Labeling regime as proposed by the Australian Food and Grocery Council and supported by the New Zealand Food and Grocery Council.

The % Daily Intake Labeling Scheme involves the prominent placement of a visual “thumbnail” device specifying the percentage energy per serve.

“In addition the Executive recommends that after a period of two years the adoption of this labeling device becomes mandatory for all members and is included in the NZJB Association’s Code of Compliance.”
